Kidnapped girls in Nigeria

6/29/14 Gunmen burst into four
churches in the villages of Kwada,
spraying gunfire at Sunday worship
then set the churches on fire. They
kiled dozens of people and burned
down houses after attacking worship-
pers.

7/27/14 A bomb blast killed at least 5
and injured 8 shortly after Mass ended
at St. Charles church in Kano, Nigeria.

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IRAN

There are an estimated 250,000
Christians in Iran’s 76 million strong
population. They face torture, impris-
onment or the death sentence under
Sharia Law for not observing Islamic
religious festivals and dress codes.
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The Brussels-based organization
Human Rights Without Frontiers
named Iran as one of five countries
with the largest number of “belief pris-
oners”.

Saeed Abidini, an American Iranian
pastor, has been jailed in Iran since
2012. Christians must practice their
religion in secret due to Sharia Law.
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IRAQ

8/1/14 A family of 8 all sitting to-
gether with an open Bible were shot
in the face and killed in Northern
Iraq. -reported by Canon Andrew
White.
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Muslim terrorists marked each Chris-
tian owned institution or building with
this letter for the extermination of
holdouts and expropriation of their
belongings.

6/2014 Muslims, led by the jihadists
captured Mosul. They removed the
crosses from Mosul's Chaldean and
Assyrian Orthodox Cathedrals and
replaced them with the black flag of
the Islamic State (ISIS).

7/2014 Mosul, Iraqg’s 2nd largest city,
has been emptied of almost all
Christians. The scant few who re-
mained were weak, old or injured.

SYRIA

5/13/14 Maaloula, Syria has suffered
major destruction from warfare, accord-
ing to the International Christian Con-
cern. In addition to the damage to build-
ings, Maaloula’s churches have been
defaced with Islamic graffiti. Muslim re-
bels have damaged alters, defaced
icons and paintings, removed or de-
stroyed crosses and disturbed the
tombs.

4/2014 A Dutch priest who had refused
to leave the besieged Syrian city of
Homs in solidarity with its residents was
beaten and then shot dead in his mon-
astery.
